  Official Rules 

1. Games begin at 10:00 a.m.  September 10, 2016. 

2. ASA rules apply. ASA & USSSA bats are legal. Banned bats are in effect. No senior bats. 

3. Homerun Limit is 3 per inning.  Any homerun after the limit will result in a out. Women’s homeruns does count against the 

homerun limit. 

4. TIME LIMIT: Each game will have a time limit of 55 minutes with the exception of the championship game(s) Grace period of 

10 minutes for first game of tournament only. After first tournament games No grace time. 

5. RUN RULE. Twelve (12) after Three (3) innings, Ten (10) after Four (4) and Eight (8) after Five (5) innings. 

6. Each team will be comprised of Seven (7) men & Three (3) women to start game no exceptions. A team can have One (1) man 

& One (1) woman to be extra hitter. Limit to Fifteen (15) players on roster. 

7. Team Roster will be turned in to the Tournament Director before the start of the team’s first game. After, the first 

game you cannot add players so make sure it is filled out correctly. Team that has a player not on roster or has 

played another team will forfeit game. TEAM JUMPING IS NOT ALLOWED. 

8. ENTRY FEE MUST BE PAID BEFORE FIRST GAME. IF, NOT IT WILL RESULT TO FORFEIT OR DROPPED FROM TOURNAMENT. 

9. Each team should provide game balls. Balls that can be used is .44 core 375 for men| 44/400 for women. 

10. All Protest and a $200 cash protest fee will be forwarded to the Tournament Director for ruling. Decision will be final and if 

the decision is in agreement of the protesting party, the Protest Fee will be returned. PROTEST MUST BE MADE DURING 

THE GAME. 

11. UNSPORTSMANSHIP LIKE CONDUCT will not be tolerated, which includes profanity directed at the officials, players, fans, 

etc. An ejected player, coach, or fan is ejected it will be for whole tournament. 

12. DRUGS AND ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE NOT ALLOWED! ALL VECHICLES ARE SUBJECT TO SEARCH UPON PREMISES. 

13. STEEL CLEATS NOT ALLOWED.  Women are allowed to play barefoot. IN CO-ED. MEN MUST SLIDE HEAD FIRST IF WOMEN 

MAKE PLAY ON THEM OR RESULT IN AND OUT 

14. The flip of a coin determines home team and the responsibility of official scorekeeping unless an official scorekeeper is 

available. 

15. The tournament Bracket will be posted. Coaches, please check bracket throughout the course of the tournament. Forfeit or 

weather conditions may cause changes in bracket. 

16. Any questions or concerns should be directed to the Head Official or Tournament’s Director. 

17. SEMINOLE NATION, THE SOFTBALL COMMITTEE, AND VOLUNTEERS ARE NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY THEFT OR INJURY

1. Games begin at 10 :00 a.m., , September 17-18, 2016 

2. ASA rules apply. ASA and USSSA bats are legal No senior bats 

3. Each game will have a time limit of 1 hour15 minutes. Grace period of 10 minutes for first game 

of tournament only. GAME TIME IS GAME TIME. In case rain, game time will be limit be one (1) 

hour. 

4. There will be a maximum of seven (7) innings per game with INTERNATIONAL TIE BREAKER IN 

EFFECT. 

5. RUN RULE: Twelve (12) after Three (3) innings, Ten (10) after Four (4) and Eight (8) after Five (5) 

innings. If game applies in championship finals. 

6. Team Roster will be turned in to the Tournament Director before the start of the team’s first 

game. After the first game you cannot add players so make sure it is filled out correctly. Team 

that has a player not on roster or has played on another team will forfeit game. NO TEAM 

JUMPING ALLOWED.
